We discussed it with the children at the end of
term so they should be able to tell you more about it.

We are very excited that the children will be able to use the school field at lunch times now that the
weather is improving. We have the new picnic benches on order and they are due to arrive at the
beginning of the term. Thank-you for the very generous contributions to the Easter egg raffle. These
contributions raised £1,571 and will go towards our school bench fund. The benches cost £9,950; you
can still make a donation on ParentPay if you would like to make a contribution.
